Gothic Textura Quadratus

Gothic Textura became the popular script in the 13th century and continued to be the scribal favorite of the medieval period.  The appeal to the scribe was the focus on the whole word rather than one letter.  The letters were literally woven together, often compressed, hence “textura.”

As are all my scribal and epigraphic fonts, they are free.  Some that find them useful are invited to send a little something to help defray the cost of the fontmaking program.  This is purely voluntary.
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
